Why did your club / union choose to do this project?

Schools deal little or not at all with this socio-politically relevant topic. This project aims to inform young people about the

background of forced prostitution and the associated trafficking in human beings in an age-appropriate manner. It thus

serves the purpose of prevention in schools

Girls as potential victims of the "loverboys" and boys as visitors to the brothels at school-leaving exam celebrations or

bachelor parties should be informed and sensitized.

How did you implement this project? What concrete actions did you take to tackle the issue you mentioned in

the previous question?



Principals of all schools in the vicinity of Schwäbisch Gmünd were written to and informed about the project and its

objectives by our club in a meeting of principals of the city.

The didactic concept (film and teaching phase) was presented and an appointment was made via the school principals.

The whole thing was accompanied by reports in the press.

There was also a movie offer with relevant information for the college.

First and foremost the schools and the students benefited. Young people from the age of 15 were informed about the

topic and can thus assess the situation for themselves personally and, if necessary, protect themselves or contribute to

prevention and information for others.

So far 5 large schools with several classes are involved. Unfortunately, project dates had to be cancelled due to Corona.

The project was partly financed by the city in the context of prevention at schools and by entrance fees which were

collected with the soiree "Human Dignity instead of Human Trafficking".

The film visit cost 5 € per pupil.

Did you encounter any problems in organising or running your project?

Principals were not all open to the topic at first.

How did you solve this problem? What did your club/union learn form solving these problems that you would

like to share with others Soroptimists who might find themselves in the same situation?

The more this project was implemented at different schools, the less resistance there was from the teachers.

Unfortunately the project was stopped by Corona when it was in great demand. The offer at the schools should be

offered and realized every year for classes 10 and 11 because of the sustainability.

Did the members of your club/union consider this project a success?

Great success, because schools and teachers were very open-minded towards the topic. Film screenings were financed

from the proceeds of the human trafficking projects and partly supported by the city of Schwäbisch Gmünd as prevention

projects.
